To nominate a candidate for the 2026 Award, please submit 
the following materials to the Panther Ram Foundation at the Central Dauphin Administrative 
Building, 75 S. Houcks Road, Harrisburg, PA 17109, by January 7, 2026: 

• A completed nomination form (please ensure submissions are complete; incomplete 
applications cannot be considered). 

• The candidate’s current résumé or CV. 
• Supporting media clips (links, print materials, videos, publications, etc.) that showcase their 

achievements. 

EVALUATION AND SELECTION 

A dedicated panel of judges, selected by the Panther Ram Foundation Board, will evaluate all 
nominees and choose up to three award recipients. These recipients will be honored at the 
Annual Panther Ram Foundation Celebration on Saturday, April 25th, at the Sheraton Hershey 
Harrisburg, where the awards will be presented. 

All nominations will be treated with confidentiality and kept on file for reconsideration over the 
next three years.
